 High Schools in Tokyo are divided into various type by “Who made it?”, “Which time do you
go to school in?” and “What do you study?”. Here is a brief description of each .

*The Difference Between National-Tokyo Metropolitan-Private

Public

National High - Established by the country(attached school of the university).
School - Many are extremely difficult to enter.

Tokyo - Established by Tokyo.
Metropolitan High - Living in Tokyo with guardian can apply(in case of part-time
